Procedure:

Clean area to be surfaced. Set the machine on AC or DC reverse polarity. A
weave bead technique is the easiest way to apply this electrode. When
applying the final pass, keep the electrode vertical to the workpiece.
Deposits should be limited to two passes. If more build-up is required,
the first passes should be made with Royal 235 or Royal 208. Allow part to
cool slowly.
